His study offers numerous detailed and instructive examples from the
administrations of Truman (Dean Acheson); Eisenhower (Richard Nixon, John Foster Dulles, Herbert
Brownell, and Ezra Taft Benson); LBJ (Hubert Humphrey); Ford (Henry Kissinger); and Reagan
