AUSTRIA, EXTENDING EASTWARD TO RUSSIA’S WESTERN BORDER. | HE NORTHERN BOUNDARY IS THE ARCTIC OCEAN, AND TO
THE SOUTH, IT BORDERS THE BALKAN PENINSULA AND THE BLACK SEA. THE REGION IS CHARACTERIZED BY DIVERSE LANDSCAPES,
INCLUDING PLAINS, FORESTS, AND MOUNTAIN RANGES SUCH AS THE CARPATHIANS.,

GEOGRAPHICAL L ANDMARKS DEFINING EASTERN EUROPE

SEVERAL NATURAL LANDMARKS HELP DEFINE EASTERN EUROPE’S GEOGRAPHICAL SCOPE. THESE INCLUDE:
e THE URAL MOUNTAINS — FORMING THE TRADITIONAL EASTERN BOUNDARY OF EUROPE.
o THE CARPATHIAN MOUNTAINS — A SIGNIFICANT MOUNTAIN RANGE IN CENTRAL AND EASTERN EUROPE.
e THe BALTIC SEA — TO THE NORTH, SEPARATING EASTERN EUROPE FROM SCANDINAVIA.

o THe BLACK SEA — TO THE SOUTH, PROVIDING A MARITIME BOUNDARY WITH REGIONS LIKE THE CAUCASUS AND THE
MIDDLE EAST.

e THe DANUBE RIVER = FLOWING THROUGH MULTIPLE EASTERN EUROPEAN COUNTRIES, OFTEN CONSIDERED A CULTURAL
AND ECONOMIC ARTERY.



V ARIATIONS IN EASTERN EUROPE’s DEFINITION

THE DEFINITION OF EASTERN EUROPE CAN CHANGE DEPENDING ON THE CONTEXT. FOR EXAMPLE, DURING THE CoLD W AR, EASTERN
EUROPE REFERRED MAINLY TO THE COUNTRIES UNDER SOVIET INFLUENCE, INCLUDING POLAND, CZECHOSLOVAKIA, HUNGARY, AND
EAST GERMANY. HOWEVER, IN CULTURAL TERMS, SOME DEFINITIONS MIGHT INCLUDE COUNTRIES WITH SLAVIC HERITAGE OR
ORTHODOX CHRISTIAN TRADITIONS, WHILE OTHERS FOCUS PURELY ON GEOGRAPHIC LOCATION.
