Throughout the book, Trites explores issues of identity, gender, race,
class, age, and sexuality in a wide range of literature for young readers, such as Kate DiCamillo’s
Flora and Ulysses, Jacqueline Woodson’s Brown Girl Dreaming, and Rainbow Rowell’s Eleanor &
Park. She demonstrates how shifting cultural perceptions of feminism affect what is happening both
in publishing for the young and in the academic study of literature for children and adolescents.
