She examines their illustrated book Caesar's Gate, a
collaborative effort that led them to reject collaboration; considers each man's lifelong
preoccupation with an unfinished project, Jess's Narkissos and Duncan's The H.D. Book; and
discusses their “origin myths” and self-made genealogies, describing them as a form of witness in
the face of the calamities of the twentieth century. Duncan and Jess made the household a necessary
precondition for their art making. Doing so, they reclaimed and rehabilitated the domestic—from
which gay couples were traditionally excluded—for their own uses. The household permitted them to
reimagine the world. McDowell's portrait of a couple expands to encompass broader issues, urgent
in midcentury America and still resonant today: belonging and kinship, alienation, and catastrophe.
