Informed observers even think a deistic spiritual outlook is the most popular
religious or spiritual outlook in contemporary America.

This book soundly establishes the credibility of
an ancient third view regarding “tongues”—that they were non-supernatural, learned, earthly
languages. The author endeavors to demonstrate that this is the earliest known Christian
interpretation of New Testament tongues/languages.
