Thus,
the History was not written for a single purpose to the exclusion of all others. Nor was it simply
written for a variety of reasons. It was written over time - quite a lot of time - and as the world
changed during that time, so too did Bede’s reasons for writing, the intentions he sought to pursue -
and the patrons he hoped to please or to placate.
