BIG ISLAND HAWAII HISTORY

BIG ISLAND HAWAII HISTORY IS A RICH TAPESTRY THAT SPANS FROM ANCIENT POLYNESIAN VOYAGERS TO MODERN-DAY
CULTURAL AND GEOLOGICAL SIGNIFICANCE. KNOWN AS HAWAI‘l ISLAND, THE BIG ISLAND IS THE LARGEST AND YOUNGEST OF THE
HAWAIIAN ISLANDS, WITH A UNIQUE HISTORY SHAPED BY VOLCANIC ACTIVITY, NATIVE TRADITIONS, AND FOREIGN INFLUENCES.

THE BIG ISLAND OF HAWAII IS RENOWNED FOR ITS DYNAMIC GEOLOGICAL HISTORY, WHICH DIRECTLY INFLUENCES ITS CULTURAL
AND NATURAL ENVIRONMENT. AS THE YOUNGEST ISLAND IN THE HAWAIIAN ARCHIPELAGO, IT WAS FORMED BY VOLCANIC
ACTIVITY OVER THE HAWAIIAN HOTSPOT IN THE PACIFIC PLATE. THIS PROCESS BEGAN APPROXIMATELY ONE MILLION YEARS
AGO AND CONTINUES TODAY WITH ACTIVE VOLCANOES SUCH AS MAUNA LoA AND K LAUEA.

VoLcANIC ORIGINS

THE ISLAND EMERGED FROM THE OCEAN THROUGH SUCCESSIVE LAVA FLOWS, CREATING A DIVERSE LANDSCAPE OF VOLCANIC
CONES, LAVA FIELDS, AND FERTILE SOILS. MAUNA LOA, ONE OF THE WORLD’S LARGEST ACTIVE VOLCANOES, HAS PLAYED A
PIVOTAL ROLE IN SHAPING THE ISLAND’S TERRAIN AND ECOSYSTEMS. K LAUEA, ANOTHER ACTIVE VOLCANO, IS NOTABLE FOR
ITS FREQUENT ERUPTIONS AND CULTURAL SIGNIFICANCE TO NATIVE HAWAIIANS.

NATURAL ENVIRONMENT AND BIODIVERSITY

BIG ISLAND’S VARIED CLIMATE ZONES—FROM TROPICAL RAINFORESTS TO ARID DESERTS——ARE A DIRECT RESULT OF ITS
GEOLOGICAL DIVERSITY. THIS HAS LED TO A WIDE ARRAY OF FLORA AND FAUNA, MANY OF WHICH ARE ENDEMIC. THE ISLAND’S
NATURAL HISTORY IS INTERTWINED WITH HAWAIIAN CULTURAL PRACTICES, INCLUDING THE USE OF NATIVE PLANTS FOR
TRADITIONAL MEDICINE AND AGRICULTURE.



EARLY POLYNESIAN SETTLEMENT

THE EARLIEST HUMAN INHABITANTS OF THE BIG ISLAND ARRIVED AS PART OF THE LARGER POLYNESIAN MIGRATION ACROSS THE
PAcIFic OCEAN. THESE SETTLERS NAVIGATED VAST DISTANCES USING CELESTIAL NAVIGATION AND BROUGHT WITH THEM
COMPLEX SOCIAL STRUCTURES, AGRICULTURAL KNOWLEDGE, AND RELIGIOUS BELIEFS.

ARRIVAL OF THE FIRST SETTLERS

ARCHAEOLOGICAL EVIDENCE SUGGESTS POLYNESIANS REACHED THE BIG IsLaND ARounp 1,000 1o 1,200 AD. THey
ESTABLISHED COMMUNITIES ALONG THE COAST, CULTIVATING TARO, SWEET POTATOES, AND OTHER CROPS SUITED TO THE
ISLAND’S ENVIRONMENT. FISHING AND OCEAN VOYAGING REMAINED CENTRAL TO THEIR WAY OF LIFE.

DeveLoPMENT oF COMPLEX SOCIETIES

OVER CENTURIES, THE SETTLERS DEVELOPED A SOPHISTICATED SOCIETY WITH SYSTEMS OF GOVERNANCE, RELIGIOUS RITUALS,
AND SOCIAL HIERARCHIES. HEIAU (TEMPLES) WERE CONSTRUCTED FOR CEREMONIAL PURPOSES, AND KAPU LAWS REGULATED
INTERACTIONS AND RESOURCE USE TO MAINTAIN SOCIAL ORDER AND ENVIRONMENTAL BALANCE.

ANCIENT HAWAIIAN SocleETY AND CULTURE

THE BIG ISLAND’S ANCIENT SOCIETY WAS MARKED BY STRONG LEADERSHIP UNDER ALI‘I (CHIEFS) AND A DEEPLY SPIRITUAL
WORLDVIEW. THE ISLAND PLAYED A CRUCIAL ROLE IN THE CULTURAL AND POLITICAL LANDSCAPE OF PRE-CONTACT HAWAII.

CHIEFDOMS AND POLITICAL STRUCTURE

V ARIOUS CHIEFDOMS CONTROLLED DIFFERENT REGIONS OF THE ISLAND, OFTEN ENGAGING IN ALLIANCES AND CONFLICTS. THESE
CHIEFTAINS WIELDED CONSIDERABLE POWER, OVERSEEING LAND MANAGEMENT, RELIGIOUS OBSERVANCES, AND \¥ ARFARE. THE Big
[SLAND WAS KNOWN FOR ITS FORMIDABLE W ARRIORS AND STRATEGIC IMPORTANCE.

RELIGION AND SPIRITUAL PRACTICES

RELIGION PERMEATED EVERY ASPECT OF LIFE, WITH DEITIES SUCH AS PELE, GODDESS OF VOLCANOES, HOLDING SPECIAL
SIGNIFICANCE. RITUALS AND OFFERINGS WERE MADE TO ENSURE PROTECTION, FERTILITY, AND PROSPERITY. THE KAPU SYSTEM
ENFORCED SACRED LAWS THAT GOVERNED SOCIAL BEHAVIOR AND MAINTAINED HARMONY WITH THE NATURAL WORLD.

EuroPEAN CONTACT AND ITS EFFECTS

THE ARRIVAL OF EUROPEAN EXPLORERS IN THE LATE 18TH CENTURY MARKED A TURNING POINT IN BIG ISLAND HAWAII HISTORY.
THIS CONTACT INTRODUCED NEW TECHNOLOGIES, DISEASES, AND CULTURAL INFLUENCES THAT PROFOUNDLY AFFECTED NATIVE
SOCIETY.

CapPTAIN Cook’s ARRIVAL

IN 1778, BrITISH EXPLORER CAPTAIN JAMES COOK BECAME THE FIRST DOCUMENTED EUROPEAN TO VISIT THE HAWAIIAN
ISLANDS, INCLUDING THE BIG ISLAND. HIS ARRIVAL INITIATED INCREASED FOREIGN INTEREST AND EVENTUAL SETTLEMENT, WHICH
BROUGHT TRADE OPPORTUNITIES AND CHALLENGES FOR THE INDIGENOUS POPULATION.



IMPACT OF WESTERN INFLUENCE

THE INTRODUCTION OF FIREARMS, NEWW CROPS, AND CHRISTIANITY ALTERED THE SOCIAL AND POLITICAL FABRIC OF THE ISLAND.
UNFORTUNATELY, DISEASES SUCH AS SMALLPOX AND MEASLES DECIMATED NATIVE POPULATIONS, LEADING TO SIGNIFICANT
DEMOGRAPHIC SHIFTS. W/ESTERN MISSIONARIES ALSO PLAYED A ROLE IN CHANGING RELIGIOUS PRACTICES AND EDUCATION.

KinagooM oF HAWAII AND UNIFICATION

THE BIG ISLAND WAS CENTRAL TO THE UNIFICATION OF THE HAWAIIAN [SLANDS INTO A SINGLE KINGDOM UNDER KING
KAMEHAMEHA |. THIS PERIOD MARKS THE CONSOLIDATION OF POWER AND THE ESTABLISHMENT OF HAWAII AS A RECOGNIZED
SOVEREIGN STATE.

KAMEHAMEHA THE GREAT

K AMEHAMEHA |/ BORN ON THE BIG |SLAND, UTILIZED MILITARY STRATEGY, DIPLOMACY, AND ALLIANCES TO UNITE THE HAwAIIAN
IsLanps BY 18 10. HIS LEADERSHIP ESTABLISHED A CENTRALIZED MONARCHY AND LEGAL SYSTEM THAT WOULD GOVERN HAWAII
FOR DECADES.

PoLiTicaL AND EcoNoMIC DEVELOPMENT

FoLLowING UNIFICATION, THE KINGDOM ENGAGED IN INTERNATIONAL TRADE, INTRODUCED W/ ESTERN-STYLE GOVERNANCE, AND
CODIFIED LAWS. THE BIG ISLAND SERVED AS A POLITICAL AND CULTURAL HUB DURING THIS TRANSFORMATIVE ERA, FOSTERING
GROWTH AND INCREASED INTERACTION WITH FOREIGN POWERS.

MODERN ERA AND STATEHOOD

THe BIG ISLAND CONTINUED TO EVOLVE THROUGH THE 19TH AND 20TH CENTURIES, WITNESSING SIGNIFICANT CHANGES IN LAND
OWNERSHIP, ECONOMY, AND POLITICAL STATUS. THIS HISTORY CULMINATED IN HAWAII’S EVENTUAL ADMISSION AS THE 5OTH
STATE OF THE UNITED STATES.

OVERTHROW OF THE MONARCHY AND ANNEXATION

IN 1893, THE HAWAIIAN MONARCHY WAS OVERTHROWN BY A GROUP OF AMERICAN AND EUROPEAN RESIDENTS, LEADING TO
THE ESTABLISHMENT OF THE REPUBLIC OF HAWAII. THE BIG ISLAND, LIKE THE REST OF HAWAII, WAS ANNEXED BY THE UNITED
STATES IN 1898, DRAMATICALLY ALTERING ITS GOVERNANCE AND INTERNATIONAL STANDING.

EconoMic AND CULTURAL TRANSFORMATION

THE 20TH CENTURY BROUGHT THE RISE OF THE SUGAR AND PINEAPPLE INDUSTRIES, INCREASED TOURISM, AND MODERNIZATION.
EFFORTS TO PRESERVE NATIVE HAWAIIAN CULTURE AND LANGUAGE GAINED MOMENTUM ALONGSIDE THESE CHANGES. TODAY, THE
BIG ISLAND REMAINS A VITAL CENTER FOR CULTURAL HERITAGE AND NATURAL CONSERVATION.

ESTABLISHED AGRICULTURAL COMMUNITIES AND BUILT SIGNIFICANT HEIAU (TEMPLES) AND FISHPONDS.
