CoMMON CHALLENGES AND SOLUTIONS

CRATE WITH SECURE LATCHES AND NEVER LEAVE THE DOG CRATED FOR EXTENDED PERIODS WITHOUT BREAKS. PROVIDING TOYS
AND CHEWS CAN HELP ALLEVIATE BOREDOM.

ResISTANCE To THE CRATE

IF THE DOG AVOIDS THE CRATE, REVISIT THE INTRODUCTION PHASE WITH MORE POSITIVE REINFORCEMENT AND PATIENCE. AvolD
FORCING THE DOG INSIDE, AND MAKE THE CRATE INVITING BY ADDING COMFORTABLE BEDDING AND FAVORITE TOYS.
