This work is neither a historical account of how the Army has adapted over time nor a theoretical
look at models that purport to show how innovation is best achieved. Instead, it captures a
representative slice of stories of soldiers and Army civilians who have demonstrated repeatedly that
determination and a good idea often carry the day in peace and war. Despite the perception of
bureaucratic inertia, the institution's long history of benefiting from the inventiveness of its people
indicates that it is an incubator of innovation after all.
