INSTALLATION GUIDELINES

PROPER INSTALLATION IS CRUCIAL FOR THE FRIGIDAIRE LAUNDRY CENTER TO FUNCTION CORRECTLY AND SAFELY. THE MANUAL
PROVIDES DETAILED INSTRUCTIONS ON SITE PREPARATION, ELECTRICAL AND PLUMBING REQUIREMENTS, AND UNIT PLACEMENT.

SITE PREPARATION

RESULTS AND FABRIC CARE.

ADDITIONAL FEATURES

SOME MODELS INCLUDE SPECIAL FEATURES LIKE WRINKLE PREVENTION, DELAY START, AND ENERGY SAVER MODES. THE MANUAL
PROVIDES INSTRUCTIONS ON HOW TO ACTIVATE THESE OPTIONS, ENHANCING CONVENIENCE AND EFFICIENCY DURING LAUNDRY



TASKS.

MAINTENANCE AND CARE

REGULAR MAINTENANCE IS ESSENTIAL TO KEEP THE FRIGIDAIRE LAUNDRY CENTER OPERATING AT PEAK PERFORMANCE. | HE MANUAL
OUTLINES CLEANING PROCEDURES, INSPECTION ROUTINES, AND COMPONENT CARE TO PREVENT ISSUES AND EXTEND THE
APPLIANCE’S LIFESPAN.

CLEANING THE W/ ASHER AND DRYER

THE MANUAL RECOMMENDS CLEANING THE WASHER DRUM, DETERGENT DISPENSERS, AND LINT FILTERS PERIODICALLY. IT ALSO
ADVISES WIPING THE EXTERIOR SURFACES AND ENSURING THE DRYER VENT IS FREE OF LINT BUILDUP. PROPER CLEANING PREVENTS
ODORS, MOLD GROWTH, AND FIRE HAZARDS.

INSPECTING HoSES AND CONNECTIONS

ROUTINE CHECKS OF WATER HOSES AND ELECTRICAL CONNECTIONS HELP IDENTIFY SIGNS OF WEAR OR DAMAGE EARLY. THE
MANUAL SUGGESTS REPLACING HOSES EVERY FEW YEARS AND SECURING CONNECTIONS TIGHTLY TO AVOID LEAKS AND
ELECTRICAL FAULTS.

SEASONAL MAINTENANCE TIPS

FOR AREAS WITH EXTREME TEMPERATURES OR SEASONAL CHANGES, THE MANUAL PROVIDES GUIDELINES ON WINTERIZING THE UNIT
OR ADJUSTING SETTINGS TO ACCOMMODATE ENVIRONMENTAL FACTORS. THIS PREPARATION SAFEGUARDS THE LAUNDRY CENTER

\W/HEN TO CONTACT PROFESSIONAL SERVICE

W/HILE MANY PROBLEMS CAN BE RESOLVED THROUGH THE MANUAL’S INSTRUCTIONS, SOME REQUIRE EXPERT REPAIR. THE MANUAL
ADVISES CONTACTING CERTIFIED TECHNICIANS FOR COMPLEX MECHANICAL OR ELECTRICAL ISSUES TO ENSURE SAFE AND EFFECTIVE
REPAIRS.

ARE SECURE TO PREVENT ELECTRICAL SHOCKS AND LEAKS. USERS ARE CAUTIONED AGAINST HANDLING THE APPLIANCE WITH WET
HANDS OR STANDING ON WET FLOORS.

FIre PREVENTION MEASURES

LINT ACCUMULATION IN THE DRYER VENT OR FILTER CAN POSE FIRE RISKS. THE MANUAL EMPHASIZES REGULAR CLEANING AND
INSPECTION TO MITIGATE THIS HAZARD. IT ALSO ADVISES AGAINST DRYING ITEMS CONTAINING FLAMMABLE SUBSTANCES AND
RECOMMENDS FOLLOWING FABRIC CARE LABELS CAREFULLY.

® FOLLOW THE INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS METICULOUSLY TO AVOID DAMAGE.

USE RECOMMENDED DETERGENTS AND CYCLE SETTINGS FOR DIFFERENT FABRICS.

e CLEANLINT FILTERS AND VENTS REGULARLY TO MAINTAIN EFFICIENCY AND SAFETY.

® |NSPECT HOSES AND ELECTRICAL CONNECTIONS PERIODICALLY FOR WEAR OR DAMAGE.
® REFER TO THE TROUBLESHOOTING SECTION BEFORE SEEKING PROFESSIONAL REPAIRS.

® ADHERE STRICTLY TO ALL SAFETY WARNINGS AND GUIDELINES.

How po | RESET MY FRIGIDAIRE LAUNDRY CENTER?

To RESET YOUR FRIGIDAIRE L AUNDRY CENTER, UNPLUG THE UNIT FROM THE POWER SOURCE FOR ABOUT 5 MINUTES, THEN PLUG
IT BACK IN. THIS CAN CLEAR MINOR ELECTRONIC GLITCHES. REFER TO YOUR MANUAL FOR MODEL-SPECIFIC RESET INSTRUCTIONS.

\WHAT DO THE ERROR CODES ON MY FRIGIDAIRE LAUNDRY CENTER MEAN?

ERROR CODES VARY BY MODEL BUT GENERALLY INDICATE ISSUES SUCH AS DRAINAGE PROBLEMS, DOOR LOCK ERRORS, OR MOTOR
MALFUNCTIONS. CHECK YOUR FRIGIDAIRE LAUNDRY CENTER MANUAL’S TROUBLESHOOTING SECTION FOR DETAILED EXPLANATIONS
OF SPECIFIC ERROR CODES.

How Do | CLEAN THE LINT FILTER IN THE FRIGIDAIRE LAUNDRY CENTER?

THE LINT FILTER IS USUALLY LOCATED INSIDE THE DRYER DOOR OR ON THE DRUM’S EDGE. REMOVE THE FILTER, CLEAN OFF THE
LINT AFTER EVERY USE, AND REPLACE IT PROPERLY. Y OUR MANUAL PROVIDES DETAILED STEPS AND ILLUSTRATIONS.

How Do | TROUBLESHOOT IF MY FRIGIDAIRE LAUNDRY CENTER WASHER IS NOT
SPINNING?

FIRST, ENSURE THE LOAD IS BALANCED AND NOT OVERLOADED. CHECK FOR ANY ERROR CODES AND REFER TO THE MANUAL’S
TROUBLESHOOTING GUIDE. |F THE PROBLEM PERSISTS, THERE COULD BE AN ISSUE WITH THE DRIVE BELT OR MOTOR, WHICH MAY
REQUIRE PROFESSIONAL SERVICE.

\WHAT ARE THE RECOMMENDED LOAD SIZES FOR THE FRIGIDAIRE LAUNDRY CENTER?

LOAD SIZES VARY BY MODEL; HOWEVER, THE MANUAL TYPICALLY PROVIDES GUIDELINES FOR SMALL, MEDIUM, AND LARGE LOADS
TO OPTIMIZE WASHING AND DRYING PERFORMANCE WITHOUT CAUSING STRAIN ON THE MACHINE.

How DO | PROPERLY INSTALL A FRIGIDAIRE LAUNDRY CENTER?

INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS INCLUDE LEVELING THE UNIT, CONNECTING WATER SUPPLY HOSES, ENSURING PROPER DRAINAGE,
AND PLUGGING INTO A DEDICATED ELECTRICAL OUTLET. ALWAYS FOLLOW THE STEP-BY-STEP INSTALLATION GUIDE IN YOUR
MANUAL FOR SAFETY AND PERFORMANCE.

WHY 1S MY FRIGIDAIRE LAUNDRY CENTER NOT DRAINING WATER?
