It has made me realize that perhaps I have put too much
effort into influencing external clients and stakeholders and not enough time trying to be influential
with my own staff!! I quickly realised that, influencing is a much broader topic than I had imagined. I
gained from it an understanding that I stand a better chance of maximizing my effectiveness if I play
to my own strengths, rather than trying to meet other's expectations of me. Most importantly, I
learnt that some of the influencing I see employed by others is really manipulations and not only is it
not necessary but it can in fact be counterproductive to subscribe to this method. It was very
reassuring to hear that I don't have to become someone I'm not in order to extend my influence!
