OVERVIEW OF THE PoLITICAL DivISIONS

THE POLITICAL MAP OF THE DOMINICAN REPUBLIC DELINEATES THE COUNTRY INTO SEVERAL ADMINISTRATIVE UNITS, PRIMARILY
PROVINCES, MUNICIPALITIES, AND MUNICIPAL DISTRICTS. THESE DIVISIONS SERVE AS THE BASIS FOR LOCAL GOVERNANCE AND
PUBLIC ADMINISTRATION. THE DOMINICAN REPUBLIC IS A UNITARY STATE, AND ITS POLITICAL DIVISIONS ARE DESIGNED TO
DECENTRALIZE GOVERNMENTAL FUNCTIONS, ALLOWING FOR MORE EFFECTIVE MANAGEMENT OF RESOURCES AND SERVICES AT
REGIONAL AND LOCAL LEVELS. UNDERSTANDING THESE DIVISIONS IS CRUCIAL FOR GRASPING HOW POLITICAL POWER AND
RESPONSIBILITIES ARE DISTRIBUTED THROUGHOUT THE COUNTRY.

STRUCTURE oF PoLITICAL Divisions

THE DOMINICAN REPUBLIC’S POLITICAL STRUCTURE IS HIERARCHICAL. AT THE TOP LEVEL ARE THE PROVINCES, WHICH ARE
FURTHER SUBDIVIDED INTO MUNICIPALITIES. SOME MUNICIPALITIES CONTAIN SMALLER UNITS CALLED MUNICIPAL DISTRICTS. THIS
MULTI-TIERED SYSTEM ENSURES ADMINISTRATIVE EFFICIENCY AND LOCAL REPRESENTATION. THE POLITICAL MAP CLEARLY
DEMARCATES THESE AREAS, SHOWING THEIR BOUNDARIES AND RELATIONSHIPS.

LeGAL FRAMEWORK

THE ORGANIZATION AND GOVERNANCE OF THE POLITICAL DIVISIONS ARE ESTABLISHED BY THE DOMINICAN CONSTITUTION AND
VARIOUS NATIONAL LAWS. THESE LEGAL FRAMEW ORKS DETERMINE THE ROLES AND RESPONSIBILITIES OF PROVINCIAL AND

DEMOGRAPHIC AND DEVELOPMENTAL CHANGES.



PrROVINCES OF THE DOMINICAN RepUBLIC

THe DoMINICAN REPUBLIC IS DIVIDED INTO 3 1 PROVINCES PLUS THE NATIONAL DISTRICT, WHICH HOUSES THE CAPITAL CITY,
SANTO DOMINGO. EACH PROVINCE FUNCTIONS AS A PRIMARY ADMINISTRATIVE REGION WITH ITS OWN GOVERNOR APPOINTED BY
THE CENTRAL GOVERNMENT. THE PROVINCES ARE THE MAIN REFERENCE POINTS ON THE POLITICAL MAP, PROVIDING A CLEAR
DIVISION OF THE COUNTRY’S TERRITORY INTO MANAGEABLE SECTIONS.
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RoLE oF PROVINCES

PROVINCES PLAY A VITAL ROLE IN COORDINATING REGIONAL DEVELOPMENT PROJECTS, MANAGING NATURAL RESOURCES, AND
IMPLEMENTING NATIONAL POLICIES AT THE LOCAL LEVEL. THEY ALSO SERVE AS ELECTORAL DISTRICTS FOR PARLIAMENTARY

REPRESENTATION. THE POLITICAL MAP OF THE DOMINICAN REPUBLIC CLEARLY OUTLINES THE BOUNDARIES OF EACH PROVINCE,
WHICH HELPS IN PLANNING AND ADMINISTRATION.

MUNICIPALITIES AND MUNICIPAL DISTRICTS

W/ ITHIN EACH PROVINCE, THE TERRITORY IS FURTHER DIVIDED INTO MUNICIPALITIES, WHICH ARE THE FUNDAMENTAL UNITS OF
LOCAL GOVERNMENT. MUNICIPALITIES HAVE ELECTED MAYORS AND MUNICIPAL COUNCILS RESPONSIBLE FOR LOCAL GOVERNANCE,
INCLUDING PUBLIC SERVICES, URBAN PLANNING, AND COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT. SOME MUNICIPALITIES ARE FURTHER SEGMENTED
INTO MUNICIPAL DISTRICTS, WHICH HAVE LIMITED ADMINISTRATIVE AUTONOMY.

NUMBER AND DISTRIBUTION

THe DoMINICAN REPUBLIC HAS OVER 150 MUNICIPALITIES SPREAD ACROSS ITS PROVINCES. EACH MUNICIPALITY VARIES IN SIZE
AND POPULATION, REFLECTING THE DIVERSE GEOGRAPHIC AND DEMOGRAPHIC LANDSCAPE OF THE COUNTRY. MUNICIPAL DISTRICTS
ARE SMALLER ENTITIES WITHIN MUNICIPALITIES, OFTEN ESTABLISHED TO BETTER MANAGE RURAL OR LESS DENSELY POPULATED
AREAS.

ADMINISTRATIVE FUNCTIONS

MUNICIPALITIES HANDLE DAY-TO-DAY ADMINISTRATIVE TASKS AND SERVE AS THE CLOSEST GOVERNMENT AUTHORITY TO THE
RESIDENTS. THESE INCLUDE MAINTAINING CIVIL REGISTRIES, LOCAL INFRASTRUCTURE, WASTE MANAGEMENT, AND CULTURAL
ACTIVITIES. THE POLITICAL MAP DETAILS THE MUNICIPALITIES’ LOCATIONS AND BOUNDARIES, WHICH ARE CRITICAL FOR LOCAL
PLANNING AND ELECTORAL PURPOSES.

Key CiTiIes AND ADMINISTRATIVE CENTERS

THE POLITICAL MAP OF THE DOMINICAN REPUBLIC HIGHLIGHTS MAJOR CITIES THAT SERVE AS PROVINCIAL CAPITALS AND

SANTO DOMINGO

SANTO DOMINGO, THE LARGEST CITY AND CAPITAL OF THE DOMINICAN REPUBLICI IS NOT ONLY THE SEAT OF THE NATIONAL
GOVERNMENT BUT ALSO A SIGNIFICANT CULTURAL AND HISTORICAL CENTER. |TS POSITION ON THE POLITICAL MAP IS CENTRAL,
REFLECTING ITS IMPORTANCE IN NATIONAL GOVERNANCE AND ADMINISTRATION.
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THESE CITIES FUNCTION AS PROVINCIAL CAPITALS AND PLAY CRUCIAL ROLES IN REGIONAL ADMINISTRATION AND ECONOMIC
DEVELOPMENT. THE POLITICAL MAP CLEARLY MARKS THESE URBAN CENTERS, AIDING IN UNDERSTANDING THE DISTRIBUTION OF

HisToricAL CONTEXT OF POLITICAL BOUNDARIES

CONTROL. THESE EARLY BOUNDARIES LAID THE GROUNDWORK FOR PRESENT-DAY PROVINCES AND MUNICIPALITIES. CHANGES OVER
TIME WERE OFTEN INFLUENCED BY THE NEED TO IMPROVE GOVERNANCE AND RESPOND TO POPULATION GROW TH.

PosT-INDEPENDENCE DEVELOPMENTS

SINCE GAINING INDEPENDENCE IN ] 844, THE DOMINICAN REPUBLIC HAS UNDERGONE SEVERAL ADMINISTRATIVE REORGANIZATIONS
TO BETTER REFLECT ITS DEMOGRAPHIC AND POLITICAL REALITIES. NEW PROVINCES AND MUNICIPALITIES HAVE BEEN CREATED, AND
BOUNDARIES ADJUSTED TO IMPROVE ADMINISTRATIVE EFFICIENCY. THE POLITICAL MAP DOCUMENTS THESE CHANGES, OFFERING A
VISUAL REPRESENTATION OF THE COUNTRY'S EVOLVING GOVERNANCE STRUCTURE.

Part Three focuses on current issues, particularly those arising from language policies and
legislation, especially in the education system, in Spain, Latin America and the USA.
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
