Trigonometry Essentials

Trigonometry is a significant component of precalculus, focusing on the
relationships between angles and sides in triangles, periodic functions, and
their applications.

The six primary trigonometric functions—sine, cosine, tangent, cosecant,
secant, and cotangent—describe ratios of sides in right triangles and extend
to unit circle definitions for all real numbers.

Pythagorean identities: sin²θ + cos²θ = 1

Graphs of Trigonometric Functions

Understanding the amplitude, period, phase shift, and vertical shift helps in
sketching sine, cosine, and tangent graphs, which model periodic phenomena.



Analytic Geometry and Conic Sections

Analytic geometry connects algebra and geometry through coordinate systems,
enabling the study of conic sections and their properties in the Cartesian
plane.

Conic Sections

Hyperbola: ((x – h)² / a²) – ((y – k)² / b²) = 1, with asymptotes and
foci.

Distance and Midpoint Formulas

midpoint formula finds the point halfway between them, both essential in
coordinate geometry.

nth term: a� = a₁ * r^(n–1)

Sum of n terms: S� = a₁ (1 – rⁿ) / (1 – r), r ≠ 1

Sum to infinity: S = a₁ / (1 – r), |r| < 1

Probability Basics

Probability measures the likelihood of events. Key concepts include sample
space, events, independent and dependent events, and basic probability rules.

Probability formula: P(E) = Number of favorable outcomes / Total
outcomes

Addition rule: P(A or B) = P(A) + P(B) – P(A and B)

Multiplication rule for independent events: P(A and B) = P(A) × P(B)
