PosiTIVE AND ENCOURAGING T ONE

THE TONE SHOULD BE OPTIMISTIC AND CELEBRATORY, EMPHASIZING THE CHILDREN’S GROWTH AND POTENTIAL. ENCOURAGEMENT
HELPS TO BUILD CONFIDENCE AND EXCITEMENT FOR THE NEXT EDUCATIONAL PHASE.

ENGAGING STORIES AND EXAMPLES

INCLUDING RELATABLE ANECDOTES OR EXAMPLES OF THE CHILDREN’S EXPERIENCES CAN MAKE THE SPEECH MORE ENGAGING AND
MEMORABLE. THESE STORIES CREATE A PERSONAL CONNECTION WITH THE AUDIENCE.

ENJOYABLE AND EASIER TO FOLLOW.

INCORPORATE VISUAL AND SENSORY L ANGUAGE

DESCRIPTIVE LANGUAGE THAT APPEALS TO THE SENSES HELPS PRESCHOOLERS VISUALIZE AND CONNECT WITH THE CONTENT,
ENHANCING UNDERSTANDING AND INTEREST.

PrACTICE READING ALOUD

REHEARSING THE SPEECH ALOUD HELPS REFINE PRONUNCIATION, PACING, AND EXPRESSION, ENSURING THE DELIVERY IS SMOOTH
AND CONFIDENT.

INcLUDE A CALL To CELEBRATE

END THE SPEECH BY INVITING THE AUDIENCE TO CELEBRATE THE CHILDREN’S ACCOMPLISHMENTS, REINFORCING THE JOYFUL AND

MANAGE NERVOUSNESS THROUGH PRACTICE

REHEARSING THE SPEECH MULTIPLE TIMES REDUCES ANXIETY AND BUILDS CONFIDENCE, CONTRIBUTING TO A SMOOTH AND
POLISHED DELIVERY.

INVOLVE THE AUDIENCE \WHEN APPROPRIATE
