(GEOGRAPHY AS IT ADDRESSES HOW SPATIAL PATTERNS, HUMAN-ENVIRONMENT INTERACTIONS, AND RESOURCE DISTRIBUTIONS
AFFECT SUSTAINABILITY WORLDWIDE. |T HIGHLIGHTS THE NEED FOR SUSTAINABLE PRACTICES IN URBAN PLANNING, RESOURCE

Core DEFINITION

HUMAN GEOGRAPHY STUDIES THE RELATIONSHIPS BETWEEN PEOPLE AND THEIR ENVIRONMENTS, MAKING SUSTAINABLE
DEVELOPMENT A FOUNDATIONAL THEME. | T INTEGRATES SPATIAL ANALYSIS, CULTURAL UNDERSTANDING, AND ECONOMIC
CONSIDERATIONS TO EVALUATE HOW DEVELOPMENT PROJECTS AND POLICIES INFLUENCE ENVIRONMENTAL AND SOCIAL SYSTEMS.



THIS RELEVANCE ENABLES GEOGRAPHERS TO PROPOSE SOLUTIONS THAT BALANCE GROWTH WITH CONSERVATION.

HisToricAL CONTEXT AND EVOLUTION oF THE CONCEPT

THE CONCEPT OF SUSTAINABLE DEVELOPMENT HAS EVOLVED THROUGH DECADES OF ENVIRONMENTAL AND SOCIAL AW ARENESS,
GAINING PROMINENCE IN BOTH ACADEMIC AND POLICY CIRCLES. |TS ROOTS TRACE BACK TO EARLY CONSERVATION MOVEMENTS
AND THE RECOGNITION OF FINITE NATURAL RESOURCES. THE TERM WAS POPULARIZED BY THE 1987 BRUNDTLAND REPORT,
FORMALLY KNOWN AS “OUR COMMON FUTURE,” WHICH PROVIDED THE WIDELY ACCEPTED DEFINITION USED IN AP HUMAN
GEOGRAPHY. SINCE THEN, SUSTAINABLE DEVELOPMENT HAS EXPANDED TO ENCOMPASS GLOBAL AGENDAS SUCH AS THE UNITED
NATIONS SUSTAINABLE DEVELOPMENT GOALS (SDGS), REFLECTING A MULTIDISCIPLINARY APPROACH.

EARLY ENVIRONMENTAL AW ARENESS

EARLY ENVIRONMENTALISTS AND GEOGRAPHERS OBSERVED THE DETRIMENTAL EFFECTS OF INDUSTRIALIZATION, DEFORESTATION,
AND POLLUTION. THESE CONCERNS LAID THE GROUNDWORK FOR SUSTAINABLE DEVELOPMENT BY HIGHLIGHTING THE NEED FOR
RESOURCE MANAGEMENT THAT PRESERVES ECOLOGICAL BALANCE. GEOGRAPHIC STUDIES IN THE MID-20TH CENTURY BEGAN
FOCUSING ON HUMAN IMPACTS AND THE SPATIAL ASPECTS OF ENVIRONMENTAL DEGRADATION.

THe BRUNDTLAND REPORT AND GLOBAL RECOGNITION

THE 1987 BRUNDTLAND REPORT MARKED A TURNING POINT BY FORMALLY DEFINING SUSTAINABLE DEVELOPMENT AND LINKING IT
TO ECONOMIC GROWTH AND SOCIAL EQUITY. |T EMPHASIZED GLOBAL INTERDEPENDENCE AND THE RESPONSIBILITY OF DEVELOPED
COUNTRIES TO SUPPORT SUSTAINABLE PRACTICES WORLDWIDE. THIS REPORT INFLUENCES AP HUMAN GEOGRAPHY CURRICULA
BY PROVIDING A FOUNDATIONAL FRAMEWORK FOR UNDERSTANDING SUSTAINABILITY ISSUES.

Key COMPONENTS OF SUSTAINABLE DEVELOPMENT

SUSTAINABLE DEVELOPMENT ENCOMPASSES MULTIPLE INTERCONNECTED COMPONENTS THAT MUST BE ADDRESSED COLLECTIVELY
TO ACHIEVE TRUE SUSTAINABILITY. THESE COMPONENTS ARE OFTEN CATEGORIZED INTO THREE PILLARS: ENVIRONMENT AL

DELICATE BALANCE REQUIRED FOR SUSTAINABLE GROWTH ACROSS GEOGRAPHIC SCALES.

ENVIRONMENTAL SUSTAINABILITY

THIS COMPONENT FOCUSES ON PRESERVING NATURAL ECOSYSTEMS, BIODIVERSITY, AND RESOURCES SUCH AS WATER, SOIL, AND
AIR QUALITY. IT INVOLVES PRACTICES THAT MINIMIZE ENVIRONMENTAL DEGRADATION, PREVENT POLLUTION, AND PROMOTE
RENEW ABLE ENERGY USE. ENVIRONMENTAL SUSTAINABILITY ENSURES THAT NATURAL CAPITAL REMAINS AVAILABLE FOR FUTURE
USE.

EconoMic DEVELOPMENT

ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT WITHIN SUSTAINABLE DEVELOPMENT REFERS TO FOSTERING ECONOMIC GROWTH THAT IS INCLUSIVE AND

SoclAL EQuiITY

SOCIAL EQUITY ADDRESSES FAIRNESS IN ACCESS TO RESOURCES, OPPORTUNITIES, AND SERVICES, AIMING TO REDUCE POVERTY



AND INEQUALITY. |T CONSIDERS HUMAN RIGHTS, EDUCATION, HEALTH, AND COMMUNITY PARTICIPATION, ENSURING THAT
DEVELOPMENT BENEFITS ALL SEGMENTS OF SOCIETY AND RESPECTS CULTURAL DIVERSITY.

INTEGRATED APPROACH

SUCCESSFUL SUSTAINABLE DEVELOPMENT REQUIRES AN INTEGRATED APPROACH THAT SIMULTANEOUSLY ADDRESSES
ENVIRONMENTAL, ECONOMIC, AND SOCIAL DIMENSIONS. POLICIES AND PLANNING MUST CONSIDER TRADE-OFFS AND SYNERGIES
AMONG THESE PILLARS TO AVOID UNDERMINING ONE COMPONENT IN FAVOR OF ANOTHER.

CHALLENGES TO ACHIEVING SUSTAINABLE DEVELOPMENT

NUMEROUS CHALLENGES COMPLICATE THE IMPLEMENTATION OF SUSTAINABLE DEVELOPMENT PRINCIPLES GLOBALLY. THESE
OBSTACLES INCLUDE POLITICAL, ECONOMIC, SOCIAL, AND ENVIRONMENTAL FACTORS THAT VARY BY REGION AND SCALE.

FRAME\W ORKS.

PopPuULATION GROWTH AND URBANIZATION

RAPID POPULATION GROWTH AND URBANIZATION INCREASE DEMAND FOR RESOURCES, HOUSING, AND INFRASTRUCTURE, OFTEN
LEADING TO ENVIRONMENTAL STRESS AND SOCIAL INEQUALITIES. MANAGING THESE PRESSURES REQUIRES SUSTAINABLE URBAN
PLANNING AND RESOURCE ALLOCATION TO MITIGATE NEGATIVE IMPACTS.

ResoURCE DEPLETION AND ENVIRONMENTAL DEGRADATION
