SAFETY AND SUPPORT MEASURES

ENSURING A SUPPORTIVE ENVIRONMENT IS ESSENTIAL. SUPERVISORS OR FACILITATORS SHOULD BE AVAILABLE TO ASSIST
STUDENTS WITH TEACHING CHALLENGES AND TO MONITOR CLASSROOM BEHAVIOR. CLEAR GUIDELINES MUST BE ESTABLISHED TO
MAINTAIN DISCIPLINE AND RESPECT THROUGHOUT THE SWAP DAY.
