LeGAL FRAMEWORK SURROUNDING TEACHER-STUDENT RELATIONSHIPS

5. REPORT ANY BOUNDARY VIOLATIONS OR CONCERNS PROMPTLY

ADHERING TO THESE PRACTICES HELPS MAINTAIN TRUST AND PROFESSIONALISM WITHIN EDUCATIONAL SETTINGS.
