An ID Book Club Selection ¢ “Impressive, disturbing, and revelatory.”—Variety Natalie
Wood has been hailed alongside Marilyn Monroe and Elizabeth Taylor as one of the top three female
movie stars in film history. We watched her mature on the movie screen before our eyes in classics
such as Miracle on 34th Street, Rebel Without a Cause, Splendor in the Grass, and West Side Story.
But the story of what she endured, of what her life was like when the doors of the soundstages
closed, had long been obscured. Based on years of astonishing research, Natalie Wood (previously
published as Natasha) raises the curtain on Wood'’s turbulent life.
