Step-by-Step Guide to Wiring Two Receptacles in One

The typical wiring configuration for two receptacles in one box involves connecting the power source
to the first receptacle and then daisy-chaining to the second. There are two main wiring methods:

Backstab method: Inserting wires directly into holes on the back of the receptacle. This
method is less recommended due to less secure connections.

Screw terminal method: Wrapping wires around terminal screws for a more secure and



reliable connection.

Connect the black (hot) wires to the brass screws, white (neutral) wires to the silver screws, and
ground wires to the green grounding screws. Use pigtails if necessary to connect multiple wires to a
single terminal.

Step 6: Grounding
Ensure all grounding wires are connected together and attached to the grounding screw on the
receptacles and the metal electrical box if applicable. Proper grounding is crucial for safety and code
compliance.

Step 7: Secure the Receptacles and Install Cover Plate
After all connections are made, carefully fold the wires back into the box without damaging them.
Secure both receptacles to the box with mounting screws, then install the double-gang cover plate to
complete the installation.

Step 8: Restore Power and Test
Turn the power back on at the breaker panel and use a receptacle tester or multimeter to verify that
both outlets are correctly wired and functioning. Check for proper grounding, polarity, and absence of
wiring faults.

Safety Precautions and Electrical Codes
Adhering to safety standards and electrical codes is vital when wiring two receptacles in one box.
Compliance ensures safety, reduces risk of electrical fires, and passes inspections.

National Electrical Code (NEC) Requirements
