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UNDERSTANDING GFC| OuUTLETS AND THEIR PURPOSE

GFCl OUTLETS ARE DESIGNED TO PROTECT PEOPLE FROM ELECTRICAL SHOCK BY DETECTING GROUND FAULTS AND INTERRUPTING
THE CIRCUIT WITHIN MILLISECONDS. THEY ARE COMMONLY INSTALLED IN AREAS WHERE MOISTURE IS PRESENT, SUCH AS KITCHENS,
BATHROOMS, GARAGES, AND OUTDOOR LOCATIONS. UNDERSTANDING HOW GFC| OUTLETS WORK IS FUNDAMENTAL BEFORE
ATTEMPTING TO WIRE TWO GFC| OUTLETS IN ONE BOX.

How GFCIl OuTLETS FUNCTION

A GFCl OUTLET MONITORS THE CURRENT FLOWING THROUGH THE HOT AND NEUTRAL WIRES. |F THE CURRENT DIFFERS BY EVEN A
FEW MILLIAMPS, INDICATING A LEAKAGE TO GROUND, THE GFCI TRIPS AND CUTS OFF THE POWER. THIS RAPID RESPONSE
SIGNIFICANTLY REDUCES THE RISK OF ELECTRICAL SHOCK.

LINE AND LOAD TERMINALS

Every GFCl OUTLET HAS TWO SETS OF TERMINALS: LINE AND LOAD. THE LINE TERMINALS CONNECT TO THE POWER SOURCE,
WHILE THE LOAD TERMINALS PROVIDE PROTECTION TO DOWNSTREAM OUTLETS. WHEN WIRING TwO GFC| OUTLETS IN ONE BOX,
IT IS CRUCIAL TO UNDERSTAND THESE TERMINALS TO ENSURE PROPER PROTECTION AND FUNCTIONING.



PLANNING THE INSTALLATION

PROPER PLANNING IS ESSENTIAL WHEN WIRING TWO GFCl OUTLETS IN ONE BOX. THIS INVOLVES ASSESSING THE ELECTRICAL BOX
SIZE, EXISTING WIRING, AND CIRCUIT CAPACITY. PLANNING ALSO INCLUDES UNDERSTANDING WHICH CIRCUIT BREAKERS CONTROL
THE OUTLETS AND ENSURING COMPLIANCE WITH ELECTRICAL CODES.

ASSESSING Box Size AND CAPACITY

ELECTRICAL BOXES HAVE A VOLUME RATING MEASURED IN CUBIC INCHES, WHICH DETERMINES HOW MANY \WIRES AND DEVICES CAN
BE SAFELY INSTALLED. WHEN INSTALLING Two GFC| OUTLETS, THE BOX MUST BE LARGE ENOUGH TO ACCOMMODATE THE
ADDITIONAL WIRING AND THE DEVICES THEMSELVES WITHOUT OVERCROWNDING.

IDENTIFYING CIRCUIT BREAKER AND WIRING

IDENTIFY THE CIRCUIT BREAKER THAT SUPPLIES POWER TO THE BOX. ENSURE THE CIRCUIT RATING MATCHES THE GFC| OUTLETS’
SPECIFICATIONS. |T'S IMPORTANT TO VERIFY IF THE CIRCUIT IS DEDICATED OR SHARED, AS THIS IMPACTS WIRING STRATEGY AND
SAFETY.

TooLs AND MATERIALS REQUIRED

HAVING THE RIGHT TOOLS AND MATERIALS IS CRITICAL TO A SUCCESSFUL INSTALLATION. THIS SECTION LISTS THE ESSENTIAL

STep-BY-STEP GUIDE TO WIRING Two GFC| OuUTLETS IN ONE Box

THIS SECTION PROVIDES DETAILED STEPS FOR WIRING TWO GFC| OUTLETS IN A SINGLE ELECTRICAL BOX, EMPHASIZING SAFETY
AND CODE COMPLIANCE.

STep 1: TUrRN OFF POWER

BEFORE BEGINNING ANY ELECTRICAL WORK, TURN OFF THE POWER AT THE CIRCUIT BREAKER PANEL. USE A VOLTAGE TESTER TO
CONFIRM THAT POWER IS OFF TO THE OUTLET BOX.



STep 2: PRepARE THE WIRES

REMOVE THE EXISTING OUTLET AND CAREFULLY PULL THE WIRES OUT. STRIP THE INSULATION FROM THE ENDS OF EACH WIRE TO
EXPOSE ABOUT 3/4 INCH OF COPPER. IDENTIFY THE HOT (USUALLY BLACK OR RED), NEUTRAL (WHITE), AND GROUND (BARE OR
GREEN) W/IRES.

STEP 3: ConNECT GROUND W IRES

TWIST THE GROUND WIRES TOGETHER AND CONNECT THEM TO THE GREEN GROUNDING SCREW ON EACH GFCl oUTLET. ALSO/
CONNECT THE GROUNDING WIRES TO THE METAL BOX IF IT IS GROUNDED.

STeP 4: WIRING THE FIRST GFC| OUTLET

CONNECT THE INCOMING POWER HOT WIRE TO THE LINE TERMINAL LABELED “HOT” OR “LINE” ON THE FIRST GFCI| OUTLET.
CONNECT THE NEUTRAL WIRE TO THE CORRESPONDING LINE TERMINAL ON THE OUTLET. IF THE OUTLET IS PROTECTING
DOWNSTREAM OUTLETS, CONNECT THE LOAD TERMINALS ACCORDINGLY.

STep 5: WIRING THE SEconD GFC| OUTLET

For THE SECOND GFCI OUTLET, CONNECT ITS LINE TERMINALS TO THE WIRES FEEDING THE SECOND OUTLET. IF BoTH GFC|
OUTLETS ARE ON THE SAME CIRCUIT BUT REQUIRE SEPARATE PROTECTION, DO NOT USE THE LOAD TERMINALS FROM THE FIRST
OUTLET TO FEED THE SECOND. INSTEAD, RUN SEPARATE LINE CONNECTIONS OR PIGTAIL THE POWER SOURCE TO BOTH OUTLETS’
LINE TERMINALS.

STEP 6: SECURE AND TEST

CAREFULLY TUCK THE WIRES BACK INTO THE BOX, SECURE THE OUTLETS WITH MOUNTING SCREWS, AND ATTACH THE
FACEPLATE. RESTORE POWER AND TEST EACH GFC| OUTLET BY PRESSING THE TEST AND RESET BUTTONS. Use A GFCI TESTER
TO VERIFY PROPER OPERATION.

CoMMoN WIRING CONFIGURATIONS

(UNDERST ANDING DIFFERENT WIRING SETUPS FOR TWO GFC| OUTLETS HELPS IN ADAPTING TO VARIOUS INSTALLATION
SCENARIOS.

INDEPENDENT LINE FEED FOR EACH OUTLET

THIS METHOD INVOLVES SUPPLYING EACH GFC| OUTLET WITH ITS OWN LINE CONNECTION FROM THE CIRCUIT. |T ENSURES BOTH
OUTLETS FUNCTION INDEPENDENTLY AND ARE FULLY PROTECTED.

UsING LoAD TERMINALS FOR DOWNSTREAM PROTECTION

WIRING THE SECOND GFC| OUTLET DOWNSTREAM FROM THE FIRST BY USING THE LOAD TERMINALS IS GENERALLY NOT
RECOMMENDED BECAUSE IT CAN CAUSE NUISANCE TRIPPING OR IMPROPER PROTECTION OF THE SECOND OUTLET.



PIGTAILING POWER SOURCE TO MULTIPLE OUTLETS

PIGTAILING INVOLVES CONNECTING A SINGLE INCOMING POWER SOURCE TO MULTIPLE OUTLETS’ LINE TERMINALS USING A SHORT
LENGTH OF WIRE. THIS METHOD IS OFTEN USED WHEN BOTH GFC| OUTLETS SHARE THE SAME CIRCUIT AND NEED INDEPENDENT
OPERATION.

SAFETY PrecauTIONS AND Cobe COMPLIANCE

ADHERING TO SAFETY STANDARDS AND ELECTRICAL CODES IS VITAL WHEN WIRING TWO GFCl OUTLETS IN ONE BOX TO ENSURE
RELIABLE PROTECTION AND AVOID HAZARDS.

NATIONAL ELecTrICAL Cope (NEC) GUIDELINES

THe NEC PROVIDES SPECIFIC REQUIREMENTS FOR GFCI INSTALLATIONS, INCLUDING LOCATIONS, WIRING METHODS, AND DEVICE
RATINGS. CoMPLIANCE WITH NEC secTIioNs RELATED TO GFC| PROTECTION IS MANDATORY FOR SAFE AND LEGAL
INSTALLATIONS.

Box FiLL CALCULATIONS

CALCULATE THE BOX FILL ACCORDING TO NEC GUIDELINES TO ENSURE THE BOX SIZE IS SUFFICIENT FOR THE NUMBER OF
CONDUCTORS AND DEVICES. OVERFILLED BOXES CAN LEAD TO OVERHEATING AND DAMAGE.

ProPER GROUNDING

ENSURE ALL METAL BOXES AND DEVICES ARE PROPERLY GROUNDED. PROPER GROUNDING IS ESSENTIAL FOR THE GFCl TO OPERATE
CORRECTLY AND PROVIDE SHOCK PROTECTION.

TROUBLESHOOTING AND T ESTING

AFTER INSTALLATION, TESTING AND TROUBLESHOOTING HELP CONFIRM THAT WIRING TWO GFCl OUTLETS IN ONE BOX WAS
DONE CORRECTLY AND THAT THE OUTLETS FUNCTION AS INTENDED.

UsiNG A GFCI TeSTER

A GFCI TESTER SIMULATES A GROUND FAULT TO VERIFY THAT THE OUTLET TRIPS AND RESETS CORRECTLY. TEST EACH GFCI
OUTLET INDIVIDUALLY TO CONFIRM PROPER OPERATION.

CoMMON IsSUES AND SOLUTIONS

e OUTLET NoT ReSeTTING: CHECK WIRING CONNECTIONS, ESPECIALLY LINE AND LOAD TERMINALS, AND ENSURE POWER IS
ON.

* NUISANCE TRIPPING: AvOID WIRING MULTIPLE GFCl OUTLETS IN SERIES ON LOAD TERMINALS; USE INDEPENDENT LINE FEEDS
INSTEAD.

® No Power To OUTLET: VERIFY CIRCUIT BREAKER, WIRING CONNECTIONS, AND TEST FOR VOLTAGE AT THE LINE
TERMINALS.



REGULAR MAINTENANCE

PeriobicALLY TEST GFCl OUTLETS TO ENSURE ONGOING PROTECTION. REPLACE ANY FAULTY GFC| OUTLETS PROMPTLY TO
MAINTAIN SAFETY.

FREQUENTLY AsSkeD QUESTIONS

CAN | WIRe TWo GFC| OUTLETS IN ONE ELECTRICAL BOX?

YES, YoU CAN WIRE TwWO GFC| OUTLETS IN ONE ELECTRICAL BOX AS LONG AS THE BOX IS LARGE ENOUGH TO ACCOMMODATE
BOTH OUTLETS AND THE WIRING MEETS LOCAL ELECTRICAL CODES.

Do | NeeD To coNNECT THE LINE AND LOAD TERMINALS WHEN WIRING TWo GFCI
OUTLETS IN ONE BOX?

IF BoTH GFCl OUTLETS ARE PROTECTING SEPARATE CIRCUITS, CONNECT POWER TO EACH OUTLET'S LINE TERMINALS ONLY. IF
oNE GFCI IS PROTECTING DOWNSTREAM DEVICES, USE THE LOAD TERMINALS ACCORDINGLY, BUT TYPICALLY EACH GFCl Is
WIRED WITH POWER TO ITS LINE TERMINALS.

Is IT NECESSARY TO TEST BOTH GFC| OUTLETS AFTER WIRING THEM IN THE SAME BOX?

YES/ YOU SHOULD TEST EACH GFC| OUTLET INDIVIDUALLY USING THE TEST BUTTON TO ENSURE THEY BOTH TRIP AND RESET
PROPERLY AFTER WIRING.

CAN | pAIsY cHAIN Two GFCl OUTLETS IN ONE BOX?

WHILE IT IS POSSIBLE TO DAISY CHAIN GFC| OUTLETS, IT IS NOT RECOMMENDED BECAUSE IT CAN CAUSE NUISANCE TRIPPING AND
COMPLICATE TROUBLESHOOTING. |T'S BETTER TO WIRE EACH GFC| OUTLET INDEPENDENTLY.

WHAT GAUGE WIRE SHOULD | USE WHEN WIRING TWO GFC| OUTLETS IN ONE BOX?

USE THE APPROPRIATE GAUGE WIRE FOR THE CIRCUIT AMPERAGE, TYPICALLY 12-GAUGE WIRE FOR 20-AMP CIRCUITS OR 14-
GAUGE WIRE FOR 15-AMP CIRCUITS, ENSURING COMPLIANCE WITH LOCAL ELECTRICAL CODES.

Do | NeeD A SEPARATE BREAKER FOR EACH GFC| OUTLET IF THEY ARE IN THE SAME BOX?

NOT NECESSARILY. BoTH GFC| OUTLETS CAN BE ON THE SAME CIRCUIT AND BREAKER, BUT IT DEPENDS ON THE ELECTRICAL
DESIGN AND LOAD REQUIREMENTS.

How po | IDENTIFY THE LINE AND LOAD TeErRMINALS ON A GFC| OUTLET WHEN WIRING
TWO IN ONE BOX?

THE LINE TERMINALS ARE USUALLY MARKED AND LOCATED ON ONE SIDE OF THE GFC| OUTLET AND ARE WHERE THE INCOMING
POWER IS CONNECTED. THE LOAD TERMINALS ARE ON THE OPPOSITE SIDE AND ARE USED TO PROTECT DOWNSTREAM OUTLETS.

CAN | INsTALL TWO GFCl OUTLETS BACK-TO-BACK IN A SINGLE GANG BOX?

YES, INSTALLING TWO GFCl OUTLETS BACK-TO-BACK IN A SINGLE GANG BOX IS POSSIBLE IF THE BOX IS LARGE ENOUGH AND
WIRING IS DONE CORRECTLY, BUT ENSURE THE BOX VOLUME MEETS CODE REQUIREMENTS TO AVOID OVERCROWDING.
