Efforts by nurses to achieve greater autonomy were often blocked by
hospital administrators and organized medicine. The consolidation of the medical monopoly during
the 1920s and 1930s, along with the waning of feminism, led to the concretization of stereotyped
gender roles in nursing and medicine. The growing unease in nurse-physician relations escalated
from the 1940s to the 1960s; the growth and complexity of the healthcare industry, expanding
scientific knowledge, and increasing specialization by physicians all created heavy demands on
nurses. Conflict between organized medicine and nursing entered a public, open phase in the late
1960s and 1970s, when medicine unilaterally created the physician's assistant, countered by
nursing's development of the advanced nurse practitioner. But gender stereotypes remained central
to nurse-physician relations in the 1980s and into the 1990s. Finally, Group and Roberts examine the
results of the medical monopoly, from the impact on patients' health and safety, to the development
of HMOs and the current overpriced, poorly coordinated, and fragmented healthcare system. Thetis
