Basic Wood Framing Components

Studs

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Framing Techniques and Methods

Platform Framing

Platform framing is the most common method used in modern wood construction.
Each floor is framed independently as a platform, which then supports the
walls above it. This technique simplifies construction and enhances fire
resistance.

Balloon Framing

Balloon framing involves continuous studs that run from the foundation to the
roofline without interruption at floor levels. Though less common today, this
method allows for fewer horizontal joints and can facilitate certain
architectural designs.

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Structural Elements and Supports

Headers

Headers are horizontal beams placed over openings such as doors and windows
to carry the load of the structure above and transfer it to the adjacent
studs.

Trusses

Trusses are prefabricated triangular wood assemblies designed to support roof
loads. They efficiently distribute weight and allow for longer spans without
intermediate supports.

Bridging and Blocking

Bridging refers to diagonal or cross braces installed between joists or studs
to provide lateral support and prevent twisting. Blocking involves short
pieces of lumber placed between framing members for added strength or as
attachment points.

Sheathing

Sheathing is a layer of wood panels or boards attached to the exterior side
of framing members. It adds rigidity, helps resist wind loads, and provides a
base for exterior finishes.

Fire Blocking

Fire blocking involves installing barriers within framing cavities to prevent
the spread of fire through concealed spaces, an important safety measure in
wood framing construction.
